COST IMPACT OF SOCIAL PROTECTION SYSTEM ON ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT: ECONOMIC AND STATISTICAL ANALYSIS IN OECD
COUNTRIES

The nature and scope of the interconnection between social expenses and economic growth
in OECD countries are assessed in the article. With the help of correlation and regression
analysis of data (research period 1980-2012) was studied that increase of social payments by 1
thousand USD by PPP results in growth of GDP per capita on average in OECD countries by
3,54 thousand USD by PPP. However, the conducted analytical grouping enabled to identify the
interconnection between the increase of regression coefficients and the selected model of
financial support for social protection (solidarity or funded). The obtained research results in
future will give the opportunity to distinguish the basic interconnections that allows in future
researches to focus attention on the most important socio-economic factors, with the purpose of
identifying potential areas of improvement financing of social protection.
