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Ukraine are classified based on the following criteria: area, time of creation,
territory planning style, nature of the impact of human economic activity on
objects, functional purpose, landscape structure, indicators of anthropogenic
phytogenesis, and communicativeness. The most versatile of them is the
classification based on the landscape structure of the territory.

The landscape study of sacred landscapes involves recognizing them as the
foundation of ethnocullural landscapes, the heritage of local culture that
influences the structure of the chronotope of the region. The research aspects
interpret sacred landscapes as those that combine the material and the spiritual,
identifying the places of the ethnocultural region that bear the signs of the
interaction between the ethnic group and the sacred. Therefore, the model of the
sacred landscape includes a vertical component — the hierophanic, and a territorial
companent — the hierotopic. Among the identified categories of hierotopy
associated with the evolution of the ethnocultural landscape; the following can be
distinguished: sacred and profane, sacred and religious space, sacred place and
sacred landseape.

The classification of sacred landscapes is based on landscape studies,
historical-cultural approaches and confessional-religious approaches, which
allowed to distinguish two subclasses in the model region: polytheistic and
monotheistic, with corresponding landscape variations. The class of sacred
landscapes partially belongs to anthropogenic landscapes and partially to natural
landscapes (variants of pagan subclass). Within the hierotopies of sacred
landscapes, landscape differentiation can be observed. Polytheistic and Christian
landscapes are associated with watersheds and slopes, while Jewish landscapes
are mainly located in floodplain-terrace areas.

In the humanistic group of anthropogenic landscapes, a class of tafal
landscapes is distinguished, which serves as an indicator of the spread of regional
ethnocultural pre-ethnic and ethnic stratum. Within this class, two subclasses are
identified: burial mounds and megaliths, each with corresponding variations. The
tafal landscape act as marker ol pre-cthnic stratum, enabling the delineation of
ethnocultural landscapes. Sacred and tafal landscapes are genetically related
classes of landscapes, thus the term wsacred-tafal» can be used to describe them,
justified by their common origin, functional purpose, and territorial location.

Field studies have revealed that the majority of garden-park landscapes in
the Right-Bank Forest-Steppe of Ukraine are in an unsatisfactory state. In order to
preserve and improve the modem structure of garden-park landscapes, the
following measures are necessary: significantly expand their area and improve the
functioning of infrastructure elements; order the borders of garden and park
landscapes and pay more attention to their paragenetic and paradynamic
relationships with the surrounding territories; to clearly outline the role and
significance of existing and future garden and park landscapes in the structure of
the regional eco-network.
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
