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LACK OF BREACH OF ACADEMIC INTEGRITY: GOOD OR BAD?

Law of Ukraine "On Education" dated September 5, 2017. Academic integrity is a set of ethical principles and the rules defined by law, which should be followed by the participants of the educational process during learning, teaching and carrying out scientific (creative) activities in order to ensure trust in the results of training and/or scientific (creative) achievements (Part 1 of Article 42).
The list of subjects subject to academic rules integrity, their duties, forms of violation of academic integrity, responsibility (Article 42)[1].

Allegation of breach of academic integrity can be caused by:
What the Law of Ukraine "On Education" "says" in Article 42:
The main tasks of the draft Law "On academic virtue"
1. Accumulation of legal regulation of academic integrity within one law.
2. Designation of higher education institutions (scientific institutions) as the main subject of ensuring compliance with the principles of academic integrity and providing them with additional opportunities to respond to its violations.
3. The National Agency should become primarily an appellate authority regarding decisions of the Higher Education Institution on violations of academic integrity.
4. Correction of the list of violations of academic integrity and specification of the procedure for establishing them.
5. Stimulation of higher education institutions and scientific institutions to real and not formal observance of the principles of academic integrity through the introduction of responsibility for the failure to identify violations of academic integrity and confront these violations.
Types of academic responsibility (including additional and/or detailed) participants of the educational process for specific violations of academic integrity are defined by special laws and/or internal regulations educational institution that must be approved (agreed) the main collegial management body of the educational institution and agreed with the relevant self-government bodies education seekers in terms of their responsibility.
1. Higher education institutions believe that violation of academic integrity is a "stain" for of the internal system of ensuring the quality of education.
2. Higher education institutions did not have the facts of an official review of the violation of academic integrity and accordingly, according to the formal sign of the damage itself.
3. Participants in the educational process, in particular, teachers, are not sufficiently familiar with the essence of violations of academic integrity and do not interpret certain violations exactly as breach of integrity, preferring the interpretation of "mistake", "violation control procedures" etc. At the same time, teachers try to understand the cause of the damage and explain their inaction in bringing the violator to academic responsibility due to extremely subjective reasons.
Foreign experience of punishments for academic dishonesty:
· Poland: imprisonment from 3 months to 5 years
· Denmark: the rector transfers the case to the disciplinary commission
· Sweden: Penalties, including deductions
· Britain: There are proposals to block ads for writing academic papers, fines and criminal records
· France: Up to three years in prison and a fine of up to €300,000 
· USA: A fine of up to $250,000 and up to 10 years in prison
· Germany: Sanctions are defined by the law on intellectual property.
The components of the education quality assurance system in Ukraine are:
- the internal system of ensuring the quality of education of each higher education institution, which must necessarily include a system and mechanisms for ensuring academic integrity;
- the system of external assurance of the quality of education (National Agency and its bodies).
The main principles of academic integrity in institutions of higher education:
· Possess an in-depth and sophisticated understanding of their domain of study.
· Be intellectually agile, curious, creative and open-minded.
· Be thoughtful decision makers who know how to involve others.
· Be entrepreneurial, self-propelling and able to create new opportunities.
· Be fluent and nuanced communicators across languages and cultures.
· Be cultured and tolerant citizens of the world.
· Demonstrate high personal integrity.
· Be prepared to take a leading role in the development of their country.
Academic integrity as the observance of fundamental values in education and science, in particular: honesty, trust, respect, justice, responsibility and courage. It is the value aspects that are important for the formation of a culture of academic integrity. An important call for the serious development of a student-centered approach to the educational process is orientation to world experience, not only to internal requirements.
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
